1. Affiliation Fees

1.1 
All categories of membership listed below shall pay their annual affiliation fees direct to England Netball in accordance with England Netballs terms. The fee will include a regional contribution as follows:

2. Counties

2.1 
All county representatives shall ensure that all relevant information from the East Midlands Region shall be forwarded to their members or discussed by County Management Boards where decisions need to be made.
2.2 
Only those counties whose registration fees are paid shall be entitled to be represented within the governance structure of the Regional Association.
2.3
Any county organising an event/course on behalf of the East Midlands Region which involves finance must produce a balance sheet for the Regional Management Board and this must be submitted to the Treasurer within 28 days of the event.
3. Finance

3.1 
Expenses

Claim for reimbursement of expenditure may be made as follows by those engaged on official business of the region.

3.1.1
Travelling Expenses

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates

3.1.2
Essential meals

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates

3.1.3
Accommodation

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates
3.1.4
All expense claims must be signed off by the appropriate authorised person prior to being submitted to the Treasurer for reimbursement

3.1.5
All expense claims must be submitted within 28 days of the event
3.1.6
Before any request can be made to the East Midlands Treasurer for a payment exceeding £1000 this must first be authorised by the Regional Operating Group 
3.2
Grants may be available in certain circumstances and will be considered in accordance with the East Midlands Netball Grant Guidelines and Grant Terms and Conditions.

4. Events and Courses
4.1 
Only fully paid up registered participants of England Netball or members of registered schools may participate in any regionally organised events or courses
4.2 
It is the responsibility of the organisers to check that the entry rules/requirements and regulations to any event/course are adhered to
4.3 
Any Technical Support Group, county, or individual organising an event of behalf of the Regional Association must ensure that all documentation distributed in relation to the event includes the Regional Association’s Logo 

4.4
The Regional Association will ensure that necessary documentation relating to the event/course is provided when required

4.5
All payments from participants must be made payable to the Regional Association and not the hosting county or individual organising the event
5. Financial Fair Play in the Regions League

5.1 
The Regions League is managed by the Regional Association.

5.2 
In order to be eligible for the League a Team (or Individual) must:

a) send a completed Application Form to the Regional Associations Secretary before the date in which the League Applications closes

b) pay the fees due directly to the East Midlands Treasurer (in accordance with 5.3 below). It is the responsibility of the Team (or Individual) to pay, without demand, their match and pool fees in full to the East Midlands Treasurer.
c) abide by all other rules which govern the League.

5.3 
Subject to clause 5.2 (b) a team (or individual) may pay all their fees upfront or in the following instalments:

1) Four (4) match fees and all pool fees in the form of cleared funds by the date that the League Applications closes.

2) Five (5) match fees in the form of cleared funds two weeks before the date of the fifth (5th) fixture in the League.

3) Five (5) match fees in the form of cleared funds two weeks before the date of the ninth (9th) fixture in the League.

5.4
In the event of late or non-payment of fees, the Regional Management Board will deduct the maximum amount of points available for a match (5 points) from the team who's fee's remain unpaid (including if it is only one individual) for every match played until the unpaid fees are settled with the East Midlands Treasurer, unless decided otherwise by the Regional Management Board.
6. 
Financial Fair Play in the Regions Performance & Regional Academy Athlete Programme
6.1 
The Regional Management Board are responsible for the Regional Performance Athlete Programme and the Regional Academy Athlete Programme.
6.2 
Athletes who are successful at Regional Screenings for inclusion in either the Regional Performance Athlete Programme or the Regional Academy Athlete Programme as part of the England Netball Performance Pathway must enter into a contract with the Regional Management Board to be eligible.
6.3 
In the event of late or non-payment of fees for either the Regional Performance Programme or the Regional Academy Athlete Programme, the athlete will be in breach of their contract with the Regional Management Board, therefore no longer eligible. The Regional Management Board reserves the right to either de select the individual or withhold services provided by either the Regional Performance Programme or the Regional Academy Athlete Programme until all fees are paid at their sole discretion.
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
