2. Counties

2.1 
All county representatives shall ensure that all relevant information from the EMR shall be forwarded to their members or discussed by CMBs where decisions need to be made
2.2 
Only those counties whose registration fees are paid shall be entitled to be represented within the governance structure of the association
2.3
Any county organising an event/course on behalf of the region which involves finance must produce a balance sheet for the EMRMB and this must be submitted to the Treasurer within 28 days of the event
3. Finance
3.1 
Expenses

Claim for reimbursement of expenditure may be made as follows by those engaged on official business of the region.
3.1.1
Travelling Expenses

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates

Essential meals

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates
3.1.3
Accommodation

- as in accordance with current England Netball rates
3.1.4
All expense claims must be signed off by the appropriate authorised person prior to being submitted to the Treasurer for reimbursement
3.1.5
All expense claims must be submitted within 28 days of the event
3.1.6
Before any request can be made to the Treasurer for a payment exceeding £1000 this must first be authorised by the ROG 
3.2
Bursaries and grants (to be agreed by RMB)
4. Events and Courses
4.1 
Only fully paid up registered participants of England Netball or members of registered schools may participate in any regionally organised events or courses
4.2 
It is the responsibility of the organisers to check that the entry rules/requirements and regulations to any event/course are adhered to
4.3 
Any TSG, county, or individual organising an event of behalf of the EMRMB must ensure that all documentation distributed in relation to the event includes the EMR logo 
4.4
The EMRMB will ensure that necessary documentation relating to the event/course is provided when required
4.5
All payments from participants must be made payable to the Regional Association and not the hosting county or individual
5. Disciplinary Policy & Procedure
The region will adhere to the Disciplinary Regulations currently laid down by England Netball
6 Awards 
East Midlands Long Service Award: - Appendix 2
The Long Service Award is approved by the EMRMB upon the recommendation made by either the EMRMB or a constituent County Association for any registered participant or member of a registered school who has given service to the region for a period of at least 10 years.
East Midlands Jean Staley Award: - Appendix 3
To have served at club, county and region as an administrator, umpire coach or player. It should be stressed that the emphasis is on work done at all levels, not at one or two.
East Midlands Back to Netball Award: Appendix 4

Presented to a Back to Netball participant whose personal life style has changed significantly since coming back to netball. Nominations should be able to demonstrate how Back to Netball has impacted in a particularly positive way on the Back to Netballer’s personal life-style and also their involvement in their local community. Nominations should be seconded by a Back to Netball Coach or by an England Netball Development Officer. 

England Netball Goalden Globe Awards
Nominations can be made to a number of awards as per England Netball guidelines annually. Criteria is set out for each nomination category. The awards are usually launched in February each year and are submitted for review by a regional panel, appointed by the Regional Management Board. Winners are announced at the Annual Celebration Event. Regional winners of these awards will be put forward as a nominee to the national awards.
England Netball Long Service Award

Awarded by England Netball to volunteers who have served for a minimum of 25 years at county, regional, national or international level outside of playing history. Self nominations are permitted but must be seconded by a County Association. 
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
