Tips for Writing a Winning Goalden Globe Awards Nomination

Writing a winning nomination doesn’t have to be an overwhelming task. To help you we’ve compiled a few helpful tips that will get you started and assure that your nominee is presented in their best light.

First things first
1) Repeat a previous nomination. If an individual has been nominated in a previous year they are still eligible for this year’s awards so nominate them again.

2) Read the nomination form carefully and be sure to answer all of the questions. Each piece of information requested in the form, provides guidance to our awards panel and you don’t want to omit anything that will help them to understand the contributions of your nominee. 
3) Remember that the awards panel are reading multiple nominations and are looking for specific information. Too much waffling information can be as harmful as too little. While we recommend you utilise the specified word limit, it is also important to be succinct. Ensure you have specific, appropriate and precise information about the nominee.
4) Well-written nominations are appealing to the awards panel.

a) Write short sentences that are concise and give specific detail
b) Support what you have to say with factual information and relevant dates
c) Avoid praising adjectives. List the most important information in the first few sentences, and then elaborate as necessary
d) Proofread your work and then ask others (including someone who doesn’t know the nominee) to review it for errors or to make suggestions
5) Follow the instructions in the nomination form. Use the space provided to answer each question.

6) Whether you type or hand write the nomination form be sure that it is clear and easy to read. Typewritten nominations are the easiest to read. If you hand write your nomination use a dark ink pen and write or print as clearly as possible. 
7) Read the award description and eligibility carefully. There are a number of awards so this will ensure that you are nominating the nominee in the most appropriate category. 

8) Do not include information that is not relevant to the category. For example the nominees playing history is not relevant and will be disregarded. 

Time to start writing
1) Organise your thoughts carefully and follow the nomination form.

a) Focus on key points
b) Detail accomplishments and their impact
c) Describe how the nominee has made a difference
d) Create a unique picture of your nominee
2) Provide the awards panel with complete information about the nominee. The panel will only assess on the facts and information given in the nomination form. 
3) Verify all information on the form. Winning nominations are checked carefully to verify all information that is submitted. Any false statements will disqualify the nomination.
